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Rescued by Robin Hood 
 

 I enjoy books and movies about Robin Hood, the legendary outlaw of England 
in feudal times.  On television, video, or DVD I have seen many of the Robin Hood 
movies from the silent films starring Douglas Fairbanks, Sr., to the hilarious spoof pro-
duced by and starring Mel Brooks, “Robin Hood: Men in Tights”.  Although there are 
many good cinema versions of the Robin Hood tale, for me, the best Robin Hood film is 
“The Adventures of Robin Hood” starring Errol Flynn, Basil Rathbone, and the beautiful 
Olivia deHavilland.  The casting was superb, the use of Technicolor was brilliant, and 
the archery special effects by Howard Hill were stunning.  The anti-plutocracy themes 
are well presented in the crisp dialogue.  When Robin complains to Prince John that the 
poor are overworked, overtaxed, and too often paid with a club or a rope, one of the 
nobles scolds him saying, “You speak treason.” 

To which Robin Hood replies, “Fluently.” 
Later Robin Hood tells Maid Marian that he does not hate the rich nobles, but 

injustice.  She says, “You are an unusual man.” 
He asks, “Why, because I hate injustice?” 
She answers, “No, because you want to do something about it.” 
The archery, the swordplay, the costumes, the scenery, and the music by Erich 

Wolfgang Korngold all make the film super.  My family will not watch “Adventures” with 
me any more because I try to say all of the lines with the actors and actresses, break 
out my bow and my quiver of arrows, move around the den reenacting the thrusts and 
parries of the fencers, and wear my Lincoln Green Robin Hood cap complete with 
pheasant feather as the film plays.  About four years ago our younger daughter gave 
me a two DVD set of the classic film from the late 1930s with instructions, “Watch it 
alone,” which I now do. 

On the second disc is a lot of interesting material about the making of the film.  
One of the features focuses on the musical director, Erich Wolfgang Korngold, who won 
an Oscar for his “Adventures” original score.  He was a child prodigy from a Jewish 
family and was likened to Mozart and Mendelssohn.  In 1938, as an adult as his career 
was continuing to receive acclaim, he was called from his home in Vienna, Austria, to 
Hollywood, California, USA, in order to compose the music for “The Adventures of 
Robin Hood” film.  About that time, Adolph Hitler met with the Austrian Chancellor to 
arrange for the closing of the Austrian border.  Erich Wolfgang Korngold called his fam-
ily and made arrangements for them to come live with him in Hollywood.  His parents 
and his teenaged son rode the last train out of Austria before the border was closed.  
They traveled shortly afterward to the USA.  Erich Wolfgang Korngold is quoted on the 
DVD feature as saying, “My life was saved by ’Robin Hood’.” 

In the community of Judaism during late April, close to the anniversary of the 
Warsaw Ghetto Revolt, one day is designated as Yom Hashoa, the Day of Remem-
brance.  On this day, near the Celebration of Israel being freed from the slave camps of 
Egypt so long ago, the Jewish Community gathers for a time of remembrance for the

Congestive Heart Failure 
Part Two 

Evaluation and Treatment 
 

 Last month I wrote that congestive heart failure (CHF) is a condition in which the heart 
muscle has become weakened and cannot pump adequate amounts of blood, nor can it handle all 
the blood returning to it.  Thus the blood backs up in veins and capillaries, resulting in edema, or 
fluid accumulation in the tissues, at first especially in the legs and ankles, though later in the 
lungs and abdomen.  If you push a finger into this swollen tissue and the imprint of your finger 
remains for a few seconds, this is called “pitting edema” which is characteristic (though not di-
agnostic) for CHF.  If the indentation does not remain at all the edema is not due to CHF. 
 A chest x-ray may reveal pulmonary edema; it may also show an enlarged heart.  This 
enlargement is due to distension of the weak muscle; even though the heart is large, the muscle 
wall is thin.  An athlete may also have an enlarged heart but in this case it is due to a greater 
muscle mass.  (I recall that the great basketball player Wilt Chamberlain caused a stir when his 
enormous heart was seen on a routine chest x-ray!) 
 Two forms of CHF may now be identified: systolic heart failure in which there is a lack 
of contractile force of the ventricular muscle and diastolic heart failure in which there is a lack 
of ventricular relaxation; in other words, a stiffness of the muscle so that the ventricle cannot fill 
properly.  These two forms can be distinguished by a test such as an echocardiogram which can 
measure the ejection fraction (EF); that is, the percentage of blood ejected with each beat.  Sys-
tolic heart failure is characterized by an EF of less than 40% while diastolic failure shows a nor-
mal EF. 
 Once diagnosis and classification is made, a number of treatments are available.  The 
American Heart Association has described four stages of CHF, and the appropriate treatment 
will depend on the stage.  Most persons with mild or moderate CHF can be treated and will not 
become invalids. The mildest stage may only call for exercise, stop smoking, reduce salt intake, 
and perhaps medication.  Medications will be increased with more severe stages, and with the 
most advanced stage the patient may even be a candidate for a heart transplant depending on age 
and physical condition. 
 Two medical treatments have been used for many years: digitalis or digoxin which 
strengthen the heart’s contraction, plus a diuretic to reduce the accumulated fluid. To these may 
now be added drugs such as ACE inhibitors which reduce the amount of angiotensin, a potent 
vasoconstrictor, as well as beta-blockers. Both drugs lower arterial blood pressure and thus re-
duce the work the heart needs to do. There are also now available ventricular assist devices 
which can assist the weakened heart in pumping blood. 
   My thoughts at this time go to the professor I mentioned in last month’s article, Dr. 
Bill Youmans, my major professor, who died two years ago, in his nineties, of CHF.  His son 
said that he lectured the hospital staff to the end on CHF, saying, “I wrote the book on CHF.”  
Which he did.
